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COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This class is designed to be a business simulation of a web design business and to maintain the El Dorado High School website. This class is designed to help students better understand today’s technology and how it applies to their future plans, whether it is college or employment after high school. The topics include fundamentals concepts of computer science such as computer hardware and operating systems, HTML, Fireworks, Dreamweaver, Flash, Photoshop Elements, Animation, Office Suite, digital imaging (stills and motion) and computer ethics.  The class is a project-oriented class.

CLASSROOM CONDUCT:

Students are expected to behave appropriately at all times. As a tremendous amount of trust is placed in these students, there is zero tolerance for improper conduct.  For minor infractions, students will be warned, removed from the lab if their behavior persists, and, finally, referred to the school administrator for more serious infractions of school rules.  Students are expected to come on time and be prepared to work on projects.
TARDY POLICY: 
Students are allowed 3 free tardies per year.  The 4th, 5th and 6th tardy will result in detentions.  The 7th tardy, and any tardy following, will result in a Saturday school.
BATHROOM POLICY: 
If a student goes to the restroom the student must make-up the time missed (1 to 1 policy is every minute missed – every minute to make up for the instructor).  The student will sign out in his/her student planner.  No planner = No bathroom pass.
CELL PHONE POLICY: 
Cell phones must be kept off and in purses or backpack during class.  Cell phones MUST NOT be out during class time ANYWHERE on campus.  Student may use cell phones during passing, before and after school, and lunch only.

CHEATING POLICY:
Students are expected to uphold the school’s standards of conduct relating to academic honesty.  Students assume full responsibility for the content and integrity of the academic work they submit.  The guiding principle of academic integrity shall be that a student’s submitted work; examinations, reports, and projects must be that of the student’s own work.  Student shall be guilty of violating the honor code if he/she:

1) Represents the work of others as his/her own.  

2) Use or obtain unauthorized assistance in any academic work.

3) Give unauthorized assistance to another student.

4) Modify, without instructors approval, an examination, paper, record, or report for the purpose of obtaining additional credit.

5) Misrepresent the content of submitted work.

Violation of the honor code will be dealt with severe punishment.  The Parent/Guardian will be contacted immediately.  


COMPUTER ACCEPTABLE USE POLICY – Important!! MUST Read!!

As the Computer Lab is a unique classroom environment, it requires some special procedures and rules.
